Greetings Siblings in Christ,
Hope and pray that you are doing well and staying safe.

It’s exciting isn’t it? Not only are we slowly entering Spring with Summer not too far off, the
dark, dark season of Covid-19 in the United States is slowly coming to an end as more and more
people get vaccinated and with the recent announcement that the vaccines will be available to
12 — 15 year olds means that so many more can feel and be safe. | heard this morning on the
news that they think all ages will have access to vaccinations by the end of the year if not
sooner. That is indeed good news. Unlike the quickly passing seasons, the season of Covid-19
seems to have gone on for a seemingly endless amount of time. And why not, it’s been nearly
17 months since the first confirmed case in the United States. Many have either lost a friend or
loved one or know someone who has to Covid-19. But, with the Holy Trinity guiding us, and
working together, we will perservere.

As we continue together through the journey of life, be it in a Covid-19 world or not, even
though we are never tuly alone, it is often easy to feel alone when facing the challenges of day
to day living. It doesn’t have to be a pandemic to feel lost or alone, it could be a stack of bills
that continues to grow, the loss of a loved one, concerns about the future, be it for one’s self or
for that of the world, it could be a life threatening diagnosis, it could be the loss of a job, feeling
burned out, or it could be just one too many bad days. It is easy to let the events of our lives
distract us from God’s constant presence in our lives. When we find ourselves feeling alone and
in a dark place, like everyone and everything is against us, that’s when we need to do our best
to remember that we are truly not alone. Not only is God with us through every moment in our
life, our siblings in Christ are there too. Remember the words from the psalmist in Psalm 46:1,
“God is our refuge and strength, a very present help

in trouble.” And Jesus tells us in Matthew 11:28-30, “Come to me, all you who are weary and
burdened, and | will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for | am gentle
and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy and my burden is
light.”

To help us through these times, we need to be prepared for them before they come. The best
way to be prepared is to make sure we’re practicing a spiritual discipline which should include
at least prayer, scripture and some time to listen for God’s still speaking voice. If you’re like me
and have a full calendar, make sure you clear time every day for doing a spiritual discipline. This
helps for those times when the issues of life may distract us from God’s presence in our lives,
because God will be more “front & center” in our lives.

As the Apsotle Paul wrote in Romans 8:35-39, “So, what do you think? With God on our side like this,
how can we lose? If God didn’t hesitate to put everything on the line for us, embracing our condition and
exposing himself to the worst by sending his own Son, is there anything else he wouldn’t gladly and
freely do for us? And who would dare tangle with God by messing with one of God’s chosen? Who
would dare even to point a finger? The One who died for us—who was raised to life for us!—is in the
presence of God at this very moment sticking up for us. Do you think anyone is going to be able to drive
a wedge between us and Christ’s love for us? There is no way! Not trouble, not hard times, not hatred,
not hunger, not homelessness, not bullying threats, not backstabbing, not even the worst sins listed in
Scripture: They kill us in cold blood because they hate you. We’re sitting ducks; they pick us off one by
one. None of this fazes us because Jesus loves us. I’'m absolutely convinced that nothing—nothing
living or dead, angelic or demonic, today or tomorrow, high or low, thinkable or unthinkable—absolutely
nothing can get between us and God'’s love because of the way that Jesus our Master has embraced
us.” (MSG) Siblings in Christ, | know it is easy to say, but do not despair. You are never alone.

As | have said before, we are one day closer to the pandemic being over and to returning to fellowship
and finding our new normal. We may not know what that new normal will look like, but know that God
will be there and that is always a good thing. Please stay safe and in touch. If you would like to hear
from me and haven't, please let me know in the kindest of ways.

The Miami County COVID -19 Vaccination Interest Form is
now available for anyone 12 years of age and older to fill out.
The interest form is used to gather information from

individuals in all phases for those interested in receiving a
COVID -19 vaccine (Moderna, Pfizer or Janssen, J&J). Once
submitted, Miami County Health Department staff will use

the interest form to contact you with information to schedule
your vaccination ap pointment.

If you, or someone you know is home -bound and unable to
travel to make a vaccine appointment, we are currently
scheduling in  -home vaccine appointments.

***Please note*** Do not call to see where you are at on "the

list", if you submit an interest form via online submission,

you will receive a confirmation email. If you do not receive a
confirmation, please ensure the survey was submitted

appropriately. If you have difficulty filling out the online form,

or do not have access to internet, p lease call Miami County
Health Department Monday -Friday 8:00 -12:00; 1:00 -4:30 at:
913 -294 -2431 and we would be happy to assist you in filling

out the interest form.
